A Coles worker has won a David and Goliath
battle against his employer and one of
Australia’s most powerful unions, potentially
forcing the supermarket giant to renegotiate
wages and conditions of thousands of
employees.

Duncan Hart, a student who works part-time at a
Coles supermarket in Brisbane, took action in the
Fair Work Commission last year

He claimed the enterprise bargaining agreement
between Coles and his union, the Shop Distnbutive
and Allied Employees Association (SDA), left
thousands of workers worse-off than they would be
under the award, and was therefore invalid

4/5 & 11/12, 2016) shows the L-NP Government (49%) now just behind the
Opposition ALP (51%) but with the L-NP gaining in recent weeks since Prime
Minister Malcolm Turnbull called the Federal Election on May 8, 2016.

Government Confidence Rating 1 The latest Roy Morgan Government
Confidence Rating is 102 points, with slightly more Australians believing the
country is heading in the right direction than the wrong direction. After increasing
strongly when Turnbull first replaced Abbott as Prime Minister i to a high of 122
in late November 2015 (up 36pts), Government Confidence gradually fell over the
next 5 months to a low of 98 on April 30/ May 1.

Government Confidence has since steadied and slightly increased since Turnbull
provided certainty by calling the Federal Election the very next week.
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
